DEFINITION

e The Group Reunion is only a means for living
together the Christianity that each one lives or
seek to live.

e The deepest form of living together is
friendship. The Group Reunion is friendship
raised to the Transcendental : friendship
converted into permanent actual grace.

e Group Reunions are not held so that there may
be people attending Cursillo; but Cursillos are
held so that there may be people to make a
group reunion.

e Through being the voluntary reunion of all in
the same Truth and same Life, the Group
Reunion turns into a situation that is stable,
dymanic, sanctifying and free.

e The Group Reunion is not a simple means to
perseverance, because it is necessary for the
one who would persevere without attending it.
His heart is with the Christian essence, in the
dogma of the Communion of Saints.

e Every Christian who lives with other Christians

must elevate this living together to the realm
of supernatural

PURPOSE

e The purpose of the groups is to make this
possible: the normal, lasting and joyful living
together as Christians. To bring each Christian
into a position of sanctifying power, thatis a
driving force for his Christian being.

e The group reunions are the channel and
source of apostolic experiences, restlessness
and initiatives, a road to the creation and
development of personalities centered in
Christ.

e The groups function as a natural units of
friendship, without bosses. Each one may live
together with his brother.

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Friendship Group Reunion: is a small group of
friends, where we live and shape the truth of our
Catholic and Apostolic Christianity.

METHOD:

a) Small groups: There must be more than 2 and
fewer than 6 members in a group (Structure
Ideas pg. 112 on group reunion method).

b) Voluntary grouping so the experience
together may be effective.

c) Regular Reunions: required for continuing and
permanent living together. Weekly meeting to
follow the cycle of modern life.

d) Implementing the meeting as described in the
Service Sheet.

e) Group is stable but dissoluble. For important
reason, they may be dissolved, with assurance
that the members will become a part of another
groups.

|. THE TECHNIQUE FOR SETTING UP THE GROUP
REUNION:

a) Who can make the group reunion: Only the
one who rests on the exact and concrete truth of
what it is, and direct it with decision, faith,
boldness toward what God wants it to be, has
the capacity to assimilate the truth of the Group
Reunion and have others assimilate it.

The one who is already what he wants to be or
does not want to be because he is not, will not
be long in proving it by asserting that the Group
Reunion lacks efficacy. And there is no reason to
say that he is completely right, since the group
reunion was not made for him

Therefore, neither the one who believes himself
perfect or the one who has no interest in
becoming perfect can make the group reunion.

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b) Who can make it with whom: Those who form
a group only become part of it if they have
something in common.
What they have in common may be:

The same manner of being

The same task

Thus it turns out the group already existed
before beginning to meet and unite; group is not
set up, they are merely discovered.

Therefore the members of the Group Reunion
bring to it the ingredients:
Friendship, generosity and climate

If the groups are structured thus, each one
makes it
With whom it is proper to meet
Because he wants to and
As he should

¢) How to set up the group: On leaving the
Cursillo each one will make up the Group
Reunion with those he wishes to (with those
who enthuse him). Or rather the Group Reunion
should be chosen and accepted enthusiastically
by its members.

Later on if the individual has personality, he will
make one or several Group Reunions with those
he should meet with are members who have the
same manner of being, the same task. Members
bring to the group the friendship, generosity,
and climate. After the weekend, each member
makes the group reunion with those he wishes,
through the iniatitive of some of those who
compose it, of those who “brought” the
individual to Cursillo, together with the Cursillo
instructors.

The group members should be explained that it
is a serious matter of choosing companions to
make his pilgrimage to the Father.

The group reunion is set up based on friendship.
Its members cannot be ordered to make it with
the group.

Functioning technique:

The weekly reunion has been considered and
planned so that in the minimum amount of time
the whole living experience of each person (the
love of God and the love of his neighbor) during
the week may be shared, and their life may be
planned for the following week.

a) Invocation to the Holy Spirit: The friendship
which unites the goup members is intentionally
elevated to the realm of Transcendental: a
human bond full of divine content. It is necessary
that the presence of the Holy Spirit give the seal
of trancendence to what is lived in the reunion.

b) Review of the “Service Sheet”: The love that
each one has for God manifested in a series of
acts directed to the glory of God.

b.1) Each person tells what he has accomplished
and how he has accomplished it. This living
together makes one realize the failures and the
possibilities for improving.

b.2) The moment you felt closest to Christ: The
love for God, not in acts, is what should be
shared in the second phase of the Reunion. Since
we cannot share each of the subjective and living
experiences of our love for God, one shares only
the moment at which living experience has
reached its highest and most intimate point.
Communicating to others the nearness of each
to God brings all brothers closer to each other
and therefore closer to God.

c.1) Study
For Study, we share with the group what we are

learning. This helps us to be better and to be
more Christian.

d) Action: In order to give a complete and global
view of our apostolic activity we divide it into:

Apostolic successes: the apostolic activity
which came out as desired. Success is then
simply that apostolic activity which brings us joy,
and make us aware of the realization of the
promises of the Lord, “ask and it shall be given to
you,” “the Holy Spirit will put effective words in
the mouth of his apostles,”

d.2. Apostolic failures: Our love for our neighbor
manifested through through our apostolic action
does not always bring joy, or the sensation of
effectiveness, but even at times its fruits tend to
increase our worry and restlessness. Many times
through no fault of ours, human failures are only
the prologue to greater divine successes. One
sows, another irrigates and another harvests.
The important thing is not having many
successes or failures, but having supernatural
love for one brother w/o obstacles or limiting
conditions. The important thing is to work. The
Lord fixes the salaries of the apostles.

Moreover, troubles always serve to dispel our
false virtues, lead us to examinations of
conscience and to mortification, make us more
concerned about backing up our actions with
prayers and not acting thoughtlessly. God brings
good out of evil and we as His children should
derive good from troubles by learning to endure
them, understand them and cure them.
Explaining to others apostolic failures and the
way in which they were accepted gives everyone
evidence of the impossibility of discouragement,
gives new strength to false failures and new
experiences by which to avoid foreseeable
failures.

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e. How last week’s apostolic plans were carried
out:

Review the present state of the plans already
made. See whether they have been carried out
or can if they be perfected, whether the hope,
the intention and the prayer of all accompanied
the total action of those who carried out the
plan. What was begun in the Name of the Lord
must not be left undone: Need to review the
present state of previous plans. Thereby the
spiritual living together and the union of ideals
that occurred during the week among all the
members becomes evident in the reunion.

f. The apostolic plan for the following week:

The 3 part of the reunion begins at this point,
that leads to programming the Christian living
together of all for the following week. The plan
or plans are never from one individual, but
always from all. When one acts the rest forms a
praying rearguard. In this way the responsibility
and the idealism are common. The plan or plans
must be concrete. The lack of plans to stimulate
and support our pilgrimage always brings about
spriritual letdown, greater risk to routine and a
temptation to group narcissim.

g. Activities of your own:

From the living together and the friendship there
always arises the need for more intense contact.
The group, besides joining together to make its
“Group Reunion” will probably feel, if it is well
set up, the urgency to share its living together
longer. These weekly, suitable and even
necessary contacts will probably have a religious
or worldly shading, although they will always be
apostolic. Thus the activity of the group may
consist of a visit to the jails, hospitals, etc., or
perhaps simply amusements (sport, picnic,
shows) together, or attending events of interest
together. These “activities of your own group”
always bring about greater friendship and
thereby make possible a great Christian efficacy
in the group.

MANAGEMENT TECHNIQUES

a) Characteristics of a well-run Group Reunion
In addition to the classic features: Idealism, self-
surrender and spirit of charity, we must proceed
the group with:

Seriousness: Being serious-grave-severe-format-
important.

Sincerity: Purity and truthfulness

Regularity: Being regular, weekly whatever it
costs.

Secrecy: A secret that is kept.

ii) Produced by some external agent (event,
circumstances).

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For the second case, plan for those foreseeable
circumstances to avoid them, to derive from
them the greatest spiritual and apostolic benefit.
Going to hold a group reunion with someone on
guard duty, or sick in bed, etc., offers a
multitude of apostolic possibilities. In case of
longer separations it is better for all to take turn
to write letters, or all signing the letters.

The last class of illness, comes about as each
man gradually ceases to offer his IDEALISM, his
self-surrender and SPIRIT OF CHARITY. The
motivation cause may be the absence of one or
more of the group characterictics: SERIOUSNESS,
SINCERITY, REGULARITY, and SECRECY. This may
arise Iso from the lack of a plan and from the
lack of interest in carrying it out.

The cooling-off process: the first link in
unfaithfulness. They did not rush to apply a remedy,
a wall of charity could have been built. But it requires
sacrifice. Christ had to rely on the faithfulness of the
most faithful and these failed Him. Whoever had the
spirit to be present should also have the interestto go
in search of those who were not present.

The fault always falls back on the one who has the
most talent. From the failure of the bad we are
obliged to derive good.

In all cases what matters most is is that those who,
because they have a greater wavelength, are the first
to notice the symptoms of illnesses, urgently do
everything possible, even impossible to apply
remedies before the illnesses become acute.

The spirit of the members, when it has not been
allowed to grow cold, is always sufficient to
make the group function with spirit, provided all
keep up friendship, generosity, and the climate
of apostolic joy.

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d) Dangers of bad management:

In groups that are not established based on
strong human friendship, there may be one or
several who takes it upon himself to be boss, or
a spiritual supervisor. He is the one who points
out to the others the apostolic plans that they
should follow. He reserves for himself the
chances to shine. He always has more
“moments” than the others.

This attitude, caused for the most part by a badly
understood and a worse used zeal, always get a
Group Reunion away from what it should be.
At no time it is appropriate to correct or preach
at a brother in a Group Reunion. One does not
go to a Group Reunion to be checked up or
check on others but to share Chrsitianity that
each one has experienced during the week.
Regardless of the faults that this may involve, it
is better that silence and prayer eloquently
express what he is hoping for rather than a
disagreeable rollo express it .

e) Diversity of results:

Those who profess a Catholicism of formula, or
rite and of rote cannot understand what a Group
Reunion is, because being living Christianity it
can only fit in with what is alive; only those who
has an authentic desire to be saints can
understand it, and even these will understand it
only in proportion to the purity and
effectiveness of their desire. As in the parable of
the sower, there wil be fertile land that will yield
on a scale of thirty, sixty, or one hundred
percent. Lack of time cannot be a valid reason
for not making a Group Reunion. The Group
Reunion lasts for ever.

The requirement for having a Group Reunion is
neither arbitrary nor new, but consubstantial
with Christianity. The Church is essentially a
community, and no one can live in it without
being bound to the others. The Group Reunion is
only the crystalization of a form which is the best
that comes to our minds, although not the only
possible one, for making this ecclesial bond
possible for all. The Group Reunion is a living
experience of the dogma of the Mystical Body on
a small scale. On the scale of the vital
possibilities of each person. The origin is not in
human work, but in the very Christian concept of
God as Trinity and of the Communion of Saints. It
alone desires to be the road for fulfilling what St.
Paul says to the Romans: “l desire to see you to
communicate to you a spiritual gift, to confirm
you, or better to console myself with you
through the mutual communication of our
common faith.” (Rom. 1:11-12).

--Brighten the admiration for saints

--Share experiences

--Synchronize restlessness and activities

DEFINITION

The Ultreya is the reunion of Group Reunions
Bearing in mind that the group Reunion is the place,
the means and the instrument for shaping and
crytallizing the living, practical, triumpal and
formidable truth of our Catholic and apostolic
Christianity, the Ultreya is the weekly contact with
one’s brothers who live along the lines that Cursillo
has laid out for them and which their group reunion
lays out for them again.

It is, therefore, the place where one lives what he has
been told in the Cursillo, and where all may see those
who said these things to them exerting every effort
for good.

PURPOSE

We have such a high concept of this formation —
giving an ever-increasing Christian form to life — that
we cannot believe that the close which is served
weekly in the Ultreya is enough to produce it.

In fact, only he who is vigilant and who constantly
increases his restlessness for formation is formed.

Therefore, rather than explaining theories in the
Ultreya, one should inculate the dynamics necessary
to keep on achieving Christianity in life.

Rather than learning or teaching Catholicism the
objective should be to share it with his brothers.

In fact, each on shares what he is capable of sharing,
and the capacity for sharing is his own authentic
capacity.

The living experience that one gains in the Ultreya
give an awareness of one’s living relationships with
all Christians whose pulse he may take with accuracy,
making his own the restlessness raised by the ideas,
events and happenings that are presented to the
knees and generosity of all.

In order to find a channel for all the preceding which
will permit each man to keep on fulfilling it in
accordance with his position and his ability, we must
take into account the mission that he is called upon
to carry out.

1. The priests’ role: The priests, in spite of their

holding their Group Reunion outside of the Ultreya,
form an integral part of it, and its very essence
requires their continual, alert and loving presence.
They will watch over, encourage and orient the
cursillistas.

The first period of the Ultreya which is assigned to
the Group Reunion the Fathers will use profitably for
that spiritual guidance which can scarcely be given at
any other place or time.

Also this will be the opportune moment to specify
the place and hour at which they may interview
those who, because of their high spiritual stature,
should be interviewed with greater length. The
cursillistas, in their turn, have, through the presence
of the priests in the Ultreya, a splendid opportunity
to benefit fully from the criterion that the church has
always given with respect to the free choice of the
Spiritual Director.

It is unnecessary to mention that their apostolic zeal
will cause them to be on the lookout to see if anyone
needs to cleanse his soul.

2. The laymen’s role: Regarding laymen who

participate in the Ultreya, one must realize that not
all can do everything. But all can and must do
something.

In practice, individuals, according to their own
weight, fall into three groups:

--The leaders: Those who are moved by ideas.
--Those who remain at the level of the climate: They
are moved by events.

--The floating population: They are moved by whimes,
by pique or by inertia.

previously and then practiced the most effective
means for making the actual mass ferment, and
thereby, the atmosphere whatever it may be, in the
knowledge and love of Jesus Christ.

They, always together with the Spiritual Directors,
should form a group that will put into action at every
moment, their human and supernatural potential, in
order that through the grace of the Lord and the
carefully thought out and coordinated efforts of all,
they will continue to put the most decisive resources
of secular life into the service of Christ’s cause.

We might enumerate many more:

Make it easy for the new cursillistas to enter
naturally into the bosom of the Ultreya.

Take the opportunity to greet brothers in order to
promote a better climate.

Set interviews with those whom it would benefit
apostolically.

Put back into place those who have gone astray.

In short, give proof that they are living joyfully what
they said in Cursillo.

Let it be understood that there is always more than

n u

enough of “fatherly attitudes,” “chiefs” and “bosses’
mentalities” and attitudes, in the Ultreya and the
Group Reunions, for authority is not a thing that is
held, but is rather what each one give to him who

deserves it.

In the second place, in the Ultreya there are those

who always remain at the level of the climate. That
is those who attend in a passive way. They make the
Group Reunion if they are invited to it. Because their
capacity to participate is less than that of those who
surround them, they usually don’t lend much
apostolic atmosphere to the Ultreya.

The new cursillistas, whom we might refer to as
those who “are before the movie camera” deserve a
new chapter.

They are not a stable group, for oncece they are
incorporated in the Ultreya they will enter one of the
previously cited group, but precisely by being the
ones who , if kept up to the limit of their ability, will
be the future leaders of the Ultreya, they require
greater attention on the part of those who now are
leaders.

It is necessary that they be launched as soon as
possible so that they may be evaluated and used in a
manner suited to their personality in grace.

The leaders will take special care to discover in the
different groups those who have the most
personality, for the purpose of seeing to it that
among all this personality take a suitable dirrection in
order to be able to unfold with ease, agility, and
naturalness within the Truth.

3. Importance of the rollos: The rollos are only a
cover for the essential. Everything that is sought to
be achieved through them should be an
exemplification of what one lives in the Ultreya
because itis lived in life. If the same thing could be
achieved in another way, the rollos could very well
be suppressed without the objective of the Ultreya
failing to be realized. Therefore it is indispensable
that whoever participates in the Ultreya know well
what is proposed or should be proposed on giving a
rollo, just as in order to give a talk one must be a
speaker and to give a lecture one must possess a
certain amount of knowledge, so to give a rollo one
must be a saint, or at least want to be one.

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A talk always has an aesthetic purpose, a lecture has
an intellectual one, and a rollo a vital one.

One delights, the other instructs, and the third
commits one.

Therefore, the danger with the rollo is that it may
have an aesthetic or intellectual intent; if it has an
intellectual purpose, it comes about that, by not
living the Truth fully, truths are served up with great
care, preparation or fitness.

If the intent is aesthetic, then the relative is preferred
to the absolute in order to please, to disguise the lack
of the absolute or to dazzle.

Therefore, on selecting the rollista who is to speak in
the Ultreya, it is enough to take into account whether
he is an individual who lives the Truth he is going to
talk about. For when one talks about what he lives,
he always speak well. If he does not live it merely to
say it.

One must be very careful not to decenter the
importance and purpose of the rollos.

When one seeks oratory instead of seeking sanctity,
one run a risk of winding up with only the oratory.

One who knows how to give rollos and does not
know how to be a saint can spoil more things than
the one who does not want to be a saint, and does
not know how to give rollos.

It is not likely that by knowing how to give rollos he
may desire to be a saint.

A saint who knows how to give rollos must be doubly
a saint.

4. The reason for critiques (Echos): It is better that a
layman who will also make the annoucements and
the comments appropriate to his lay position, ask for
the criticism. In order not to create an impression of
monopoly, rotate the turns among the Cursillo
rectors.

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It is better to ask for criticism from those who has
discernment and therefore, less desire to show it off.

The criticism should be brief and should be directed
toward centering the ideas of the rollo and
confirming the living experiences of the rollista.
They should always be marked by Truth and Charity.

The Spiritual Director who presides over the Ultreya
must be sure to center it all through his final words,
clarifying what is fuzzy and emphasize the best of it .

To give the Ultreya a sense of vital connections with
all living Christianity and to enliven it, the Spiritual
Director will become the echo and voice of the
happenings which, in the life of the Church and in the
life of the brothers present and absent, are worthy to

be highlighted for their importance in regard to souls.

Give the news, tell what’s going on, the illness or
death of someone, absences based on an apostolic
reason, distinguished visitors, etc.

Announce the dates of the coming Cursillos and ask
prayers for them, as well as for those that are held in
other dioceses or countries. All this should be
impregnated and impelled by the dynamics of the
moment at which one lives: that one day may be the
coming Christmas Holiday, Easter or Pentecost, etc.
and another the occasion of vacation, examinations,
etc.

5. The Duration of the Ultreya: Although the Ultreya
is scheduled for approximately an hour and a half, it

is in the apostolic spirit that some of the leaders be
on hand some time in advance, and others some
time afterwards, so that those who have a schedule
incompatible with that of the Ultreya may also have
direct and living contact with their best brothers.

It is easy to understand that the structure of the
Post-Cursillo, planned and carried out with regard to
the needs of actual Christians, requires that the
Ultreya be weekly and inter-parochial.

6. Group Reunion of the Ultreya: The leaders will
always have held their Group Reunion with

whomever they wish before going to the Ultreya, or
rather outside of it, and they will therefore already
have the disposition of soul necessary for knowing
and carrying out effectively their commitment, which
will be to mingle strategically in the groups, bringing
about, threading together and taking the maximum
advantage of occasions, so that those who would
make the Group Reunion of the Ultreya only with
THOSE THEY ARE TOLD TO make it with each week,
make it with those with whom it is more fitting.

Since only that is effective which is done in full
freedom to do it or not, the Group Reunion will be
impossible to be set up and function well, if it is not
chosen and approved with idealism (not false, but
serene) by its members.

Everything imposed may serve a policy or an
individual, but will not serve effectiveness.

7. “Control” of those attending: The control of those

attending, always good if it is not done according to a
police plan, must not choke the liberty of the
brothers. On the other hand, the one who failed to
be present at the Ultreya without anyone noticing it
cannot be a reason for excessive concern. If no one
has noticed it, possible he has not either.

It is better that the restlessness of the best be
redirected toward those who offer the greatest
possibility for improvement.
